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When It’s Personal...

Twice in the past three years | have had the
opportunity to drive in the BMW Drive For
A Cure. This spring, in the midst of opening

a new business, | was not able to participate.

Ironically, this is the year that | was diag-
nosed with breast cancer. At an active,
healthy 43 year old, it seems I'm too young.
Both my grandmothers had breast cancer,
but they were in their late 60s when they
developed it (they each lived another 20
years), and | was told that didn't mean | had
an increased risk.

I've always had “lumpy” breasts, and have
numerous mammograms over the years,
with a few false scares of feeling lumps that
turned out the be small cysts. The latest
lump I've felt for two years now, and mam-
mograms and ultrasounds showed nothing
remarkable. Increased micro-calcifications
were attributed to changing breast tissue as
| strode into my forties.

But this past August | had a gut feeling.
Something wasn’'t right and | wanted it out.
My surgeon consented to performing the op-
eration. When | woke up after surgery on
August 10th, she asked me “how did you
know?”. It was not what | wanted to hear,
but strangely, | was not surprised.

By August 15 the results were official. Two
types of cancer, both very treatable. Based
on statistical information and my gut in-
stinct (hey, it serves me well) | decided on a
bilateral mastectomy.

I am extremely fortunate to have a wonder-
fully supportive and loving husband. My
nearly-grown-up kids are great, as has been
my sister, parents, in-laws and friends. |
cannot imagine facing this battle alone.

What has surprised me greatly is what a

huge support network there is out there.
Within days of my diagnoses | was contacted
by two women who are about my age and
live near me, who are breast cancer survi-
vors. When the going gets tough, women
know how to circle the wagons and support
one another emotionally, even if they are to-
tal strangers. It's really remarkable.

I've gone to the Susan G. Komen website
with a different set of eyes this time. In-
stead of reading up on BMW driving/fund-
raising events, | was looking for another
kind of information... and | found it: an
amazing amount of information about breast
cancer and treatment. I've also been in con-
tact with the Cancer Community Center
which is local in Maine and supports Main-
ers and their families who are dealing with
cancer and loss.

What helps the most as the clock ticks down
to my surgery date on August 30th, is to talk
about what's happening. And I've made
myself a promise that | will tell every
woman | know to be vigilant about self
breast exams, and to never let a doctor say
that a lump is “nothing to worry about”. If
you are a man reading this, please encour-
age the women in your life (mother, sister,
wife, daughter, girl friend) to do the same...
and to get regular mammograms.

My cancer has been inside me for 5-10 years.
That means I was in my 30s when it devel-
oped.

One survivor told me: “Welcome to the cancer
club. Initiations a bitch, but after that, every
day is a blessing.”
